A big survey of rooms was carried out by a team of students from several different year groups.  Students wanted to know where lights had been left on, so checks were only made when weather was sunny and bright.  They also wanted to estimate how many computers and projectors are being left on over lunchtime without being used. The survey as coordinated by Bex Loveys (Y12) , Hannah Howarth  (Y11)  and Nick Walraven (Y11).  All rooms were visited at lunchtime, and some were visited more than once.  Offices weren’t checked because students thought these were staff only areas. Students noticed lots of interesting things. Here are just a few points:

· There are some brilliant departments and there are no really bad departments or areas.

· There were FAR more teachers working in their rooms at lunchtime, often with students, than during our last survey.  Teachers are working harder!

· Some lights are almost impossible to turn off eg MLb.

· We thought it was quite OK for lights to be on when the room was being used. Some areas, like technology, are quite dark.  (Technology were just about perfect!)

· We think the shaded column, ‘Lights on in empty rooms’ is the important one!   

This is a fantastic improvement on last time. 
· Out of the 67 rooms surveyed, only 7 had lights on when the room was empty!  That’s just 10.44% of classrooms, although there’s still room for improvement.  Look on the eco website to see last year’s figure.
