Ringwood School’s paper collection in clear sacks

Teachers or pupils take clear sacks to a trolley outside the staff room on Monday mornings. The caretakers then wheel the trolley down the drive and empty the bags into a skip. The bags are recycled (taken back to the staffroom for reuse).

It is difficult to collect this data accurately: the trolley gets piled up quickly and some staff/pupils don’t take bags down quite in time for the count! The data below therefore shows averages for the months shown. We have tried to collect data for three month periods. Data is collected by teachers and caretakers because students are in tutor groups when collection takes place.

The amount of paper recycled over the period of time when Ringwood School started paper collection has nearly tripled! Is this good? At least it’s not being wasted, but are we using too much paper in the first place?
