Results from Eco Schools’  2nd Transport Survey

Thank you to everybody who took part in the survey. We wanted to get some data on the car journeys that were made to get everyone into school. And here are the results…

On one morning, 373 car journeys were made to get 769 people into school. At least 1879 miles were done. Of all those journeys, 72 were less than a mile. It would take about 20 mins to walk a mile.

As you can see, there aren’t any real trends between year groups in terms of number of passengers. Perhaps Year 9 could share a few more trips so that the average number of passengers was at least 2. It’s great that when you really do need to come in by car you are trying to share the journey.

As for the distance travelled, sixth form seem to travel furthest, whilst Year 8 travel least.

Ecoschools does appreciate that some of you simply can’t walk to school, either because you live too far ay, or you’ve got PE, food tech and orchestra all on the same day, or you’ve broken your leg! However, there do appear to be many very short journeys; ones that are 1 mile or less, and perhaps not all of these journeys need to be made by car.

Remember that on one morning at least 1879 car miles were driven by people to get you into school. That makes 9395 miles a week, and a fossil fuel guzzling, greenhouse gas emitting 366,405 miles a year!!
